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The role of Independent External Participants in 

Periodic Programme Review (PPR)

The University expects the independent external participant in the Periodic Programme Review process to help the Review Panel to assess and report on the academic standards and achievements of students, the quality of learning opportunities, and the arrangements for the maintenance and enhancement of standards and quality.  

The responsibilities of the external participant include:

(a)
Seeking and evaluating evidence that issues raised by students, external examiners, accrediting bodies and other relevant stakeholders have been, or are being, satisfactorily addressed at departmental, or, where appropriate, institutional level.

(b)
Making judgements on the level of confidence that can be placed in the implementation of institutional quality procedures at discipline/subject/departmental level, as appropriate.

(c)
Making judgements on the level of confidence that can be placed in the accuracy, reliability and validity of documentation/information presented about the provision under review.

The external participant will:

(d)
Have full access in advance to all PPR documentation, and bring to the attention of the Review Panel Chair any aspects which he/she feels merit detailed scrutiny.

Take part in the PPR meeting as a full member of the Review Panel.

Contribute towards the Review Report in a manner agreed with the Review Panel Chair.
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
