Consent to disclose student information to a third party

Loughborough University routinely processes information held on students, including the disclosure of personal data to third parties with a legitimate interest in an official capacity (this excludes parents and other relatives).  Students are informed of this processing in the Student Handbook and on their registration form (where they are given the opportunity to opt-out of certain disclosures).

However, on occasion, a third party may make unpredictable requests and in such cases, it is University policy to seek consent from students, particularly where sensitive personal data may be involved.
