Assessment

2.1
Each module in the programme will be assessed and credit awarded in accordance with the levels of achievement as specified in Regulation XXI.
2.2
Part-time students registered before 2007 may take modules as necessary to obtain 135 credits from taught modules.
2.3
To be eligible for the award of the Degree of Master, students must have accumulated 160 credits and have achieved 40% in further modules with a total credit weighting of 20.
2.4
To be eligible for the award of the Postgraduate Diploma (PGDip) and of the Postgraduate Certificate (PGCert), candidates must satisfy the minimum requirements set out in Regulation XXI.
2.5    To be eligible for the award of Degree of Master with Distinction, candidates must satisfy must satisfy the minimum requirements set out in Regulation XXI.  To be eligible for the award of Postgraduate Diploma with Distinction or Postgraduate Certificate with Distinction, candidates must satisfy the minimum requirements set out in Regulation XXI.

Provision will be made in accordance with Regulation XXI  for candidates who have the right of re-assessment in any module other than ISP600 or ISP601 to undergo re-assessment in the University’s special assessment period.
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
