Structure

1.1 This programme leads to the award of the Postgraduate Certificate (PGCert) in Infrastructure in Emergencies.

1.4 All modules will be assessed totally by coursework.

Assessment and award

3.1 Each module in the programme will be assessed and credits awarded in accordance with the levels of achievement specified in Regulation XXI.

3.2 The eligibility of candidates on the programme for the award of the Postgraduate Certificate will be in accordance Regulation XXI. 
3.3 A Programme Board will meet to consider the marks for assessments and will promulgate a Pass List which will show the level of the award (i.e. Postgraduate Certificate).
3.4 For candidates who fail a module, reassessment by coursework shall be in accordance with Regulation XXI, as determined by the Module Board.
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
