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Faculty of Engineering Destination Summary Report: May 2008
Report on the first degree graduates from the Faculty of Engineering 2007
2007 saw a very stable position for the Faculty of Engineering, with very little movement against the previous year.  With a slight rise in those combining work and study, total employment levels at 82.6% held their own on 2006.  The quality of work was improved with many more students moving into degree-level and degree-related work: new-graduate or modern-graduate positions being very well represented.  Unemployment figures for two departments are of some concern, however, with only 28 known destinations for Chemical Engineering, it would not be appropriate to make further analysis. Similarly, with unemployment spread across both Aeronautical and Automotive programmes, and with both industries remaining reasonably buoyant, they is not an obvious reason for this rise.
Salaries
ProspectsNet reports that salaries for engineering graduates currently range between £18,000 and £32,000, with an average of £23,025.  Although the upper range is higher than last year, this average remains much the same.  The pension scheme has increased in popularity with 95.7% of graduate employers planning to provide one, alongside healthcare packages.  This demonstrates a move away from previously popular sports or leisure facilities and the Association of Graduate Recruiters (AGR) suggests that this reflects the changing attitudes and concerns of the Generation Y graduates.

Specific departmental performance

Aeronautical & Automotive Engineering
· Employment rate increased in 2007, with 79.6% starting jobs or combining work and study. 

· Almost all graduates secured graduate-level engineering-related posts with aerospace and automotive employers
· Compared to 2006, fewer graduates opted for further study
Chemical Engineering
· 2007 saw a rise in the employment rate for the second year running

· Almost all leavers in full-time work were in both degree related and graduate level roles. 

· Rise in unemployment, taking it well above the rate for the faculty. 

· Strong move away from a combination of work and study, but a slight rise in those undertaking further study on its own
Civil & Building Engineering
· 68.8% entered employment in 2007 – very high percentage entering graduate level employment
· 20% were in  work and study - twenty-three of the 25 were in employment and pursuing professional qualifications
· Only two graduates were unemployed
· The percentage of graduates undertaking other activities has steadily increased over the last three years with 6.4% not available
Electronic & Electrical Engineering
· Significant increase in those choosing to further their studies, with the majority at Loughborough University
· For those entering employment, there was a decrease of 11.7 percentage points for those pursuing professional qualifications
· Less usual industry areas included recruitment and retail management
· Unemployment rate continued to decrease reaching a three-year low of 1.3%
Wolfson School of Mechanical & Manufacturing Engineering
· Strong employment profile in 2007, with 83.8% either in full time work or a combination of work and study
· Across all programmes, little evidence of non-graduate level work 
· Unemployment levels remained stable at 4.6%, just under the Faculty level of 5%
· Slight rise in those opting for further study with just over half remaining at Loughborough for related higher degrees
