When you have written a paper, send your own final version to � HYPERLINK "repository@lboro.ac.uk" ��repository@lboro.ac.uk� – preferably in PDF format (although we can convert Word files to PDF).


Keep your own final versions of all papers.


Sign the agreement form giving us permission to add your papers to the repository.  � HYPERLINK "http://www.lboro.ac.uk/library/resources/PDFs/IR%20Licence.pdf" ��http://www.lboro.ac.uk/library/resources/PDFs/IR%20Licence.pdf� 


Wherever possible retain your copyright and instead give publishers a license to publish your work.








Basic facts:





The Library does the checking of publisher copyright permissions.


Most publishers are repository friendly - around 91% of journals allow archiving of journal articles, subject to conditions.


In most cases they allow archiving of own final version, i.e. the author-created, accepted and post-refereed final version (rather than the publisher produced PDF). 


A few publishers have embargo periods (e.g. 6 months) which need to be spent before papers can be made available.








The Library:





Checks the SHERPA RoMEO database at � HYPERLINK "http://www.sherpa.ac.uk/index.html" ��http://www.sherpa.ac.uk/index.html� for publisher’s policies on archiving journal papers in repositories.


Checks the journal copyright policies and copyright transfer agreements themselves wherever provided.


Contacts the publishers direct for permission if there are no policies available or the information is not clear.


N.B. If permission is not granted we will add the details of your paper to the Restricted Access collection for your academic department.  Details about the paper will be visible but not the paper/PDF itself.
