Constitution

The University Health, Safety and Environmental Committee shall be a Committee of University Council.

The Constitution, Terms of Reference and Membership is designed to underline the Committee's role as a consultative body advising Council and the Health, Safety and Risk Management Team.  The Committee is also responsible for establishing, reviewing and monitoring University health, safety and environment policies and arrangements in accordance with the Regulations on Safety Committees and Safety Representatives 1978, the Management of Health and Safety at Work Regulations 1992 and the Health and Safety (Consultation with Employees) Regulations 1996 (Draft).

The Committee will be independently chaired by a lay member of Council appointed by Council.

2.
Terms of Reference

(a)
To consult and advise Council on all aspects of health, safety and the environment within the University including the preparation and revision of University policy, taking into consideration statutory obligations.

(b)
To present a written report of each meeting to Council.

(c)
To keep under review the University's Health, Safety & Environmental Policy and to recommend such changes thereto as are considered necessary.

(d)
To make recommendations for necessary actions arising from the business of the Committee to ensure that reasonable steps are taken to safeguard the health and safety of staff, students, contractors, visitors and members of the public lawfully entering University property.

(e)
To provide advice and consult with the Health, Safety and Risk Management Team and Risk Improvement Task Group on all relevant matters and to make and receive reports of meetings, through the Health, Safety & Environment Officer.

(f)
To promote a culture which inculcates health and safety awareness and consciousness within Departments, and in staff and students.

(g)
To receive reports from the Health and Safety Officer, Sub-Committees, Radiological Protection Officer and Fire Consultants.

(h)
To receive a statistical analysis of occupational accidents and ill health at each meeting, and to review trends therein.
