2. Malicious Activations of the fire alarm systems in Halls of Residence

We are at present suffering a spate of malicious activations of the fire alarm systems in a number of Halls. 35 in total to date, since the start of the academic year (October-07)

But more alarming 22 in Elvyn Richards Courts
Letters have been sent to all occupants residing in Halls on Campus informing them that

the University doesn’t view the above activity as ‘larking about’ or ‘high spirits’ and reminding all that, to tamper with the fire alarm system irrespective of any disciplinary action the University may impose is a CRIMINAL ACT WHICH CARRIES PROSECUTION
The malicious activations can only be caused, by residents, their guests, or by allowing intruders into Halls, by failing to maintain security to the entrance of the buildings.
Concern that students will start to ignore the fire alarm signals and assume that it is another prank is becoming a high risk in Elvyn Richards.

The Health & Safety Office advised imago Services to consider installing a temporary CCTV system in Residential Halls in an attempt to identify the culprit(s)

The last correspondence from Imago Services informed the H & S Office that a demo of a covert camera by SDC had occurred on the 30th of January and there are now purchasing a mobile covert camera to assist in these matters.

Evacuation chair
University security staff training on the C Max stair climber is now completed.

Time trials in responding to selected buildings across campus have been conducted. All evacuations of a person at a refuge point (an area of relative safety providing protection to occupants from fire and smoke for a minimum 30 minutes) to a place of (ultimate safety, out side the building, assembly point and alike) were completed well within the allocated time of 30 minutes.
The times recorded below were from the moment the call was made to LU Security gate-house requesting for the evac chair to a given location on campus to the completion of the evacuation of a person to ultimate safety (out side of the building)

4. Fire Evacuations Tests on University Buildings (conducted Nov-07)

Overall most evacuation times were achieved, however there were a few buildings that failed to achieve an acceptable time for a safe evacuation. This was mainly due to 
staff or students questioning the fire alarm and delaying their response to the evacuation, or absent Fire Marshals to instruct occupants to evacuate and assemble at the designated fire assembly point my have contributed to this.
All persons that assembled at the designated assembly points were reminded on the need to evacuate the building immediately once the fire alarm has been heard and to treat all fire alarm signals as a genuine fire emergency.

It was also noted that during the evacuation test, some staff using lecture theatres / rooms in certain buildings were unfamiliar with the local fire procedures for that particular building. Staff/lectures were reminded of their responsibility for the safety of their students, and to insure they make them selves aware of the fire action emergency procedures and the location of the fire assembly point to the particular build in use

The use of alternative means of escape appeared not to be used in some buildings this tendered to be due to inadequate supervision from staff to students, visitors and guests, leading to a strong tendency for overuse of the buildings main entrances.
