Fire alarm installation update 
Further installation of automatic fire detection systems (AFDs) in university buildings has occurred since the last report. The buildings concerned are :- Stewart Miller, Sir Frank Gibb Building, Sir Frank Gibb Laboratories, John Pickford, John Hardie, Facilities Management (office/workshops/stores). This work is now complete. Work has commenced on the following building and should be completed by November Paula Ratcliff Athletics Pavilion & Admin II/Student Services. These installations have improved the means of warning for occupants in the buildings and also provide better asset protection for all large buildings across campus. Upgrading the AFD in LUSAD buildings remains under review pending decisions about future use.
Refuge alerter communication systems have now been installed in the majority of temporary refuges accommodating persons with mobility disabilities in buildings above or below the access level.

Fire marshal refresher training
It has been four years since the training of fire marshals began.  At present there are 300+ trained fire marshals available in most of the buildings across campus.  All fire marshals who received training in 2005 – to the first half of 2006 have now been contacted and asked to book on one of four refresher training sessions scheduled in 2009/2010.  A further four initial fire marshal training sessions have also been scheduled in 2009/2010.  Courses can be booked through Professional Development.
