Subject:   Annual Returns required from the University

Purpose of this report
To inform the HSE committee of the annual returns required by various statutory bodies and the responsible officers.

Background
An annual return is a legal requirement of licences issued to the University by various government bodies. To ensure compliance with this legal requirement the Health Safety and Environment Office have identified the licencing requirements and the officer responsible for ensuring compliance.
Annual Returns

Drugs Precursors. 

The Home Office issue the University with a licence to purchase specific controlled chemical precursors. A return is required by the 31st January listing purchases against this licence during the preceding year.

Nuclear Safeguards

The  Nuclear Safeguards Regulations 2004 where introduced in the aftermath of the first gulf war to detect undeclared nuclear material and activities. The University is required to declare any research projects which are specifically related to the nuclear fuel cycle.

The declaration must be sent to the Home Office by the 15th January  for the previous year.

Euratom Safeguards

This legislation is linked to the Nuclear Safeguards  regulations and requires notification to the Health and Safety Executive, by the 31st Jan of the total holding and disposal of Uranium and Thorium during the previous year.

Pollution Inventory Return

The conditions of the Authorisation issued to the University by the Environment Agency for the disposal of radioactive waste require that all disposals are notified to the EA by the 28th February.

Fixed Registration Return

The Fixed Registration relates to the closed radioactive sources held by the University and sets a limit on the total holding of radioactivity permitted. The return is required by the 31st January to confirm that the source holding still satisfies the conditions set in the Registration

Chemical Weapons Convention 

The Chemical Weapons Convention return is made to the Dept for Energy and Climate Change. It requires that we report annually on chemicals that are listed in 2 schedules within the CWC document. These chemicals are of concern as a source of material that can be used to make chemical weapons. Data from all returnees is aggregated for the whole of the UK and this is information is then returned to the Organisation for the Prohibition of Chemical Weapons (OPCW)by the DECC
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
