Terms of Reference
The Sub-Committee received the terms of reference and agreed to review these over time.
11/2.
China Partnerships

It was noted that:

1. A number of articulation agreements had previously been signed with partners in China under a 3+1+1 model. 
2. Such agreements had not previously been approved through a formal committee, but recent agreements had been approved by the PVC(T) on behalf of Learning and Teaching Committee (LTC). 
3. Agreements were based on an approved template, including scholarship and bursary levels approved by Operations Committee.

The Sub-Committee were asked to consider whether such agreements should be formally considered at its meetings. It was decided that agreements should be noted at meetings but formal approval should remain with the PVC(T) on behalf of LTC.

Academic Quality Procedures Handbook –collaborative provision 
(TPSC11 – P3)

It was noted that:
1. Section 12 of the Academic Quality Procedures Handbook had been updated in relation to collaborative provision to clarify the institutional position on collaborations and to provide more clarity by pulling together various sections. 

2. Due regard had been given to ensuring that the AQPH was compatible with the QAA Code of practice for the assurance of academic quality and standards in higher education:  Section 2 - Collaborative provision and flexible and distributed learning (including e-learning) and Section 7 - Programme design, approval, monitoring and review. 
3. Revision had been undertaken to the terminology used within the collaborative section and the approval and re-approval processes.
It was recommended that the revised section of the Academic Quality Procedures Handbook be forwarded to LTC for approval.

Responsibilities of AD(T)s in relation to validated provision at Loughborough College


It was noted that for the HE Sport provision at Loughborough College:

1. Curriculum monitoring and approval was the responsibility of the School of Sports, Exercise and Health Sciences and that approval/monitoring mechanisms should be as per those used internally within the school.
2. Operational issues should be raised with the Academic Registry, through the Programme Quality and Teaching Partnerships Office (PQTP).

It was agreed that responsibilities in relation to the International Foundation Programme would be reviewed outside the meeting.

Proposals for validated provision –UK FE providers (TPSC – P4)
The Sub-Committee received details of requests received by the University to validate provision at various UK FE providers.

It was noted that:

1. The University’s current institutional position was that it did not wish to expand its validated provision beyond the partnership in existence with Loughborough College.

It was agreed that:

1. The PQTP Office should send a negative response to FE providers concerned.

2. Any future similar requests should be dealt with by the PQTP Office without consideration by the Sub-Committee.
