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Introduction

Learning and Teaching Committee is asked to approve a recommendation from Ethical Advisory Committee that a new ‘Ethical Implications’ section should be introduced into the module approval process from this session onwards.  
The process would be the same for both new and continuing modules.  If the module involves human participants in any way (e.g. exercise studies, online surveys, questionnaires, public observations etc.) then it is recommended that this should be stated in the module approval documentation.  
The Secretary to the Ethical Advisory Committee (EAC) would receive any forms for new/continuing modules identified by Departments as requiring ethical approval and would advise the Responsible Examiner of the module on how ethical approval should be obtained.
