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1. Terms of Reference

2. Membership

Victoria Haines (ESRI) was appointed to the Committee by the Faculty of Science, replacing Dr Ali Ansarifar (IPTME). Dr Susan Shirreffs (SSES) was appointed by the Faculty of Social Sciences and Humanities, replacing Dr David Lavallee (SSES). James Kirby (Head of Disabilities and Additional Needs Service) was co-opted in place of David Jackson, and Wendy Jones (Occupational Health Advisor) was co-opted for a further period of 3 years. Dr Sarabjit Mastana (Human Sciences), and Teresa Keil (co-opted) were due to retire at the end of the session. (See appendix I for full 2005-06 membership).
3. Approval of Research Proposals and Generic Protocols

During 2005/06, the EAC met on three occasions and the Ethical Advisory Sub-Committee (EASC) nine times. In addition, some proposals were considered by Chair’s action, to facilitate urgent approval where required. Clearance to proceed was issued for 4 generic protocols and 131 research proposals (listed in appendix II). This represented a slight fall in the number of proposals submitted, compared to 2004-05, following large increases in previous years. The table below shows the number of research proposals and generic protocols approved in each year since 2000-01.

4. Insurance Cover for Clinical Trials

The EAC continued to carry out actions to comply with the Clinical Trial Questionnaire (CTQ) scheme introduced by UMAL, the University’s insurers, in 2002-03. Five proposals were formally notified under the CTQ procedures in 2005-06, but cover was confirmed for all, with no additional charges or conditions attached. In most cases, notification was required because the procedures involved the administration of substances defined by the insurers as ‘drugs or food supplements.’

5. Review of Ethical Clearance Checklists

The Committee conducted a review of Ethical Clearance Checklists lodged with Heads of Department during the calendar year 2005, where a full submission to the Committee had not been triggered. There had been 100 such Checklists lodged across the University, compared to a total of 138 full research proposals considered by the Committee. The Checklist system had therefore been successful in filtering out a large proportion of lower risk proposals. There was evidence when conducting the review, of a healthy and growing awareness of the requirement for all investigators to complete an Ethical Clearance Checklist in relation to any project involving human participants.
6. Compliance with the ESRC’s Research Ethics Framework
Following the announcement in January 2006 of the ESRC’s new Research Ethics Framework (REF), to which all universities receiving ESRC funding must adhere, the EAC, in conjunction with the Research Office undertook a review of the University’s internal procedures to determine whether further action was required to ensure full compliance. The following areas were identified as requiring further attention: 
(a) Procedures for the monitoring of research activity, following EAC ethical approval. This is currently left to individual departments and principal investigators.
(b) Procedures for handling concerns and/or complaints about the conduct of research. Loughborough has a general ‘whistle-blowing’ policy, but there is scope for this to be enhanced to specifically address the area of research misconduct.
(c) The availability of research ethics training, in the most general sense, for all staff, and research students. The EAC Secretary, together with the Research Manager, Peter Townsend, had provided further Professional Development sessions on the University’s internal procedures for ethical approval in 2005-06, but other issues, such as the lack of any budget for training for EAC members needed to be addressed.
A small Working Group, comprising representatives from Professional Development, Ethical Advisory Committee, Personnel Services, Research Student Office and the Research and Intellectual Property Office had been established to develop an institutionally strategic and coherent solution to the issues highlighted. This was particularly important in the context of a growing level of health-related research within the University.   

7. Generic Protocols
