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The National Student Survey results for 2006 confirm Loughborough’s excellent record for quality in teaching and learning and consolidate the high position we achieved in the first survey in 2005.  Loughborough’s overall scores for 2006 placed the University in equal 5th position of the 129 UK institutions whose results are listed.  In the various sections of the survey questions, the University is in equal 1st place for ‘learning resources’ and has the second highest average score for ‘academic support’ and for ‘organisation and management’.  In the 22 different subject areas where Loughborough features, our score for overall satisfaction places the University in 1st or equal 1st position nationally in five subjects areas and within the top 10 institutions in a further 9 subjects.   The table below summarises the first and second place rankings in the individual subject areas across the seven assessment criteria.
