Establishment of New Prizes

A prize to the value of $S250 to the final-year student on the BSc Business Studies Singapore programme who receives the highest aggregate mark in BSB670 Market Development and BSC665 Marketing Strategy and Planning.

A prize, to the value of £100, to be awarded annually to the Part C student on one of the MChem programmes with the highest overall mark.

A prize to the value of £400 plus a certificate may be awarded annually, to a student registered on an MA, MDes, MRes, MSc programme or the first or second year of an EngD programme, for outstanding all round achievement.

Existing wording:

A prize to the value of £400 plus a certificate may be awarded annually to a student, registered on an MSc or MA programme who has been accepted for registration as a Loughborough University PhD student, for outstanding all round achievement. The award will be payable upon registration for a Loughborough University PhD programme.
This prize is funded through the Development Trust. The Trust exists to support the University in giving students an outstanding quality of educational experience. It raises funds from former students and other friends of the University. Their generosity has made this prize possible.
Proposed wording (change to title and first paragraph only):

LOUGHBOROUGH UNIVERSITY GRADUATE SCHOOL PROGRESSION PRIZE

A prize to the value of £400 plus a certificate may be awarded annually to a student, registered on an MA, MDes, MRes or MSc programme who has been accepted for registration as a Loughborough University PhD or EngD student, for outstanding all round achievement.
