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1. Background
At its meeting on 12 June, the Student Discipline Committee reviewed Ordinance XVII , under which it is established. Concern was expressed that the number of staff available to sit on Disciplinary Panels, currently five, was too low, and meant that it was sometimes difficult to constitute a Panel. 
Accordingly it was resolved to recommend to Senate and Council that paragraph 1(v) of the Ordinance be amended with immediate effect so that each category of membership should have a minimum of five and a maximum of seven members (as below).
2. Proposed Amendment to Paragraph 1(v) of Ordinance XVII in Detail

(v) The Student Discipline Committee shall be appointed annually by the Senate and shall have the following constitution:

A minimum of five and a maximum of seven members of the academic or academic-related staff, one of whom shall act as chair

A minimum of five and a maximum of seven lay members of the University Court, of whom at least one shall be a member of Council

Five University members of the Loughborough Students' Union Executive

The six academic or academic-related members of the Student Discipline 
Committee other than the Chair shall be formally designated Deputy Chairs.
