(h) The President of the Students’ Union(i) The Lord-Lieutenant of Leicestershire.
(j) The Members of the Commons House of Parliament representing each Parliamentary constituency wholly or partly within the County of Leicestershire.
(k) The Chair and Chief Executive of Leicestershire County Council..
(l) The Director of the Children and Young People’s Service of Leicestershire County Council.

(m) The Mayor and Chief Executive of Charnwood Borough Council.

(n) Members of the University Council who are not already members of the Court by virtue of the foregoing provisions of this paragraph.

Individuals holding life membership in October 2008 will retain their entitlement to life membership but no new life memberships will be offered after that date. Life members will be asked to confirm every three years if they wish to remain on the Court membership list.
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	3. Co-opted Members 

	 
	
	The Advancement Committee may co-opt any number of additional members to Court. Individuals are likely to be drawn from the following groups but this list is not intended to be exhaustive:

(a) Key decision-makers and influencers

(b) Existing and potential business/industry partners
(c) The head teachers, Principals or senior staff of selected local schools, Colleges and other education partners

(d) Selected members of professional bodies and associations related to the subject disciplines of the University on the recommendation of the Deans of the Faculties.
(e) At least 15 selected members of the Alumni Association
(f) Selected former members of staff, Emeritus Professors will automatically be offered Court membership
(g) Selected members of societies, clubs and other local organisations
(h) Research Councils

(i) Sports governing bodies

(j) British Council

(k) East Midlands Regional Development Agency

(l) Benefactors of the University

(m) Honorary Graduates of the University
