At the end of 19th century, a number of 
enlightened individuals advocated to learn 
advanced science and culture from the West, 
including modern sports. One of the famous 
thinkers was Sun Yexian, who later became the 
first president of Republic of China.

Sun Yexian (1866-
1925)�
He cut his ‘pigtail’ hair 
and changed the cloth 
suggesting to import 
the Western sport to 
China and to make the 
nation and Chinese 
race stronger.

2� 1 Initial newspaper  repor t on Olympic Games

In July 1900, there was a repor t about the Second 
Olympic Games held in Par is titling “ France and 
Spectators” under  the topic of Current Affairs 
Abstract featured in Chinese and Western Church 
Newspaper. 

This is the first repor t about the Olympic Games 
by Chinese media.

2� 2  The idea of Chinese par ticipation in the 
Olympic Games brought forward

2� The Olympics developed in modern China

Prof.C.H.Rober tson established three slogans to 
encourage the Chinese athletes to par ticipating in 
the Olympics in his repor t that was sent to the 
headquar ters in Amer ica on September  30th, 
1908:

“When will China win a place at the Olympic 
Games?”
“When will China be able to send a winning team?”
“When will China be able to invite the Alternation 
Olympic Games to come to China?”



Robertson was an 
engineer ing 
professor  of Purdue 
university. He came 
to China in 1902 
and became the 
associate secretary 
of Young Men’s 
Chr istian 
Association in 
Tientsin. 





2� The Olympics developed in modern China

In theWeek Newspapers of the Chinese edition of 
Tientsin Young Men Chr istian Assoc. in 1908:

The wr iter  hoped the quadrennial Olympic 
Games held in Athens, the capital of Greece, to be 
held in the capital of any country every two years 
and and expected the par ticipation of Chinese 
youths in the Olympic Games one day.

2� 3  Holding the National Games modeled 
the Olympic Games

China held the first National Games in 1910 
and continued to hold every 4 year  until 1948.
The National Game was seen as impor tant 
practice for  par ticipating in the Olympics in 
China.

2� 4  Initiating and taking par t in the Far  
Eastern Olympic Games (1913-1934)

I t was the first step for  Chinese athletes to go 
to the international spor ts arena.

2� 5  Establishment of national spor ts 
organization

China set up its own national spor ts 
organization, China National Amateur  
Athletic Federation, in 1924.
I t was acknowledged as the Chinese National 
Olympic Committee by IOC in 1931. I t thus 
became possible and legitimate for  the 
Chinese to take par t in the Olympic Games.

3� 1 The Chinese dilemma

For the political reason, Taiwan was separated 
from the mainland China in 1949. The IOC 
confirmed both sides simultaneously. The P.R. China 
withdrew from the IOC in 1958, star ting thehistory 
of no mainland Chineseathletes in the wor ld of 
Olympics over  20 years.     

Both China and the wor ld did their  best to solve 
this problem. The Ping-pong diplomacy opened P.R. 
China the door  to the wor ld.    



3, The Olympic movement and new China since 1949

3� 2  China rejoined the Olympic 
Movement

In 1979 the IOC found a compromised solution 
that would enable both sides to take par t in the 
Olympic Games. The P.R. China used the national 
flag and anthem and Taiwan changed to use the 
Chinese Taipei Olympic logo.

This diplomatic success in unique of its kind gave 
an example to the wor ld to solve similar  problems.

Over 3,000 Chinese engineers were sent to about 30 
Afr ican countr ies and other  developing regions to  
build spor ts facilities and Chinese coaches were 
placed in more than 100 countr ies to help local 
people to train athletes. 

The IOC awarded the Olympic Cup to the 
Chinese Olympic Committee to reward for  
its contr ibution to spor t construction in the 
developing countr ies.
