REGULATIONS FOR THE POSTGRADUATE PROGRAMMES IN

Transatlantic Relations

These Regulations refer to the conduct of the Programme in the session 2004/05 [nb. Programme to start in 2005-06] but are subject to change from time to time.  Notice of change will be given in subsequent editions of these Regulations.  Students should enquire as to the up-to-date position when they need to know this.

These Regulations should be read in conjunction with the General Regulations for Modular Postgraduate Awards (GRMPA) and Assessment Regulations for Modular Postgraduate Awards (ARMPA).

1. STRUCTURE

1.1 The Programme is the responsibility of the Department of Politics, International Relations and European Studies.
1.2 The Programme leads to the award of MSc, MSc with Distinction, Postgraduate Diploma (PGD), PGD with Distinction or Postgraduate Certificate (PGC) or PGC with Distinction.
1.3 The Programmes are offered on a full-time or part-time basis.
1.3.1 Full time students (programme of 1 year duration)
Full-time students take three core modules in the first semester of the programme and two optional modules in the second semester.  Research Methods and Research Design is taught over two semesters in two parts.  These two parts constitute one module for which the final mark is given at the end of semester two, year one.

A dissertation will be written and submitted for assessment by 30th September in the year in which 135 credits are accumulated.

1.3.2 Part-time students (programme of 28 months duration)

Part-time students take one core module in semester one, year one and one optional module in semester two, year one.   In year two, students take two core modules in semester one and one optional module in semester two.  Research Methods and Research Design will be studied in Semester one, year one and semester two, year two.  These two parts constitute one module for which the final mark is given at the end of semester two, year two.

A dissertation will be written and submitted for assessment by 31st January in the year following accumulation of 135 credits.

A 15,000 word dissertation must be submitted in an approved form according to deadlines in 1.3.1 and 1.3.2 above.  Extensions may be granted as provided for in GRMPA.

2.4 Timing and Availability

Compulsory modules are offered once each academic year.  Optional modules may not be offered each year.  Other Postgraduate Modules from the University Catalogue of Modules may be offered at the Department’s discretion.

3. ASSESSMENT

3.1 Each module will be assessed according to the schedule detailed in the Module Specification.  Credit will be awarded in accordance with the levels of achievement specified in GRMPA.

3.2 In accordance with ARMPA, candidates who have a right of reassessment in a module may choose to be reassessed in the University’s Special Assessment Period.

4. AWARDS: SPECIFIC PROGRAMME PROVISIONS

4.1 Candidates are required to accumulate the following credits to be eligible for an award:

For the PC:


60 credits

For the PD:


120 credits

For the Degree of Master:
180 credits

4.2 To be eligible for the award of Distinction in the Degree of Master, or PD with Distinction, candidates must fulfil the requirements specified in GRMPA.
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
