Reasons for the proposal: its purpose and relevance; how it will enhance calibre of teaching and learning; implications for existing programmes and modules in the department (see * below)
This programme is part of a move towards “IT and” courses at Loughborough, which includes Chemistry and IT and Physics and IT.  The IT and Maths programme has 50% in common with the existing programmes: Computing and Management and Information Management and Computing, and 50% in common with Mathematics and Computing (the Mathematics part).  This means that no new modules are needed.  The two separate strands will be unified by project work in the final year.

Expected student numbers

As this programme is a new programme with no new modules the actual student numbers should be seen in combination with the other IT+ programmes.  We expect around 25 students across the three new programmes.



	9. Staffing implications - adequacy of existing departmental resources; net increase/reduction in staff teaching effort or demands on support staff

No new staff will be required to achieve the modular teaching.  An existing member of staff will need to take the role of Programme Director, but this duty will be combined with an existing departmental duty of Maths Liaison.  The Programme Director will liaise closely with the Mathematics and Computing Programme Director (a member of the Mathematical Sciences) department.

It is hoped that the timetabling for the all three IT programmes can be accommodated within existing timetables.  The three departments (Maths, Physics and Chemistry) all have joint programmes with Sports Science.  There is NO proposal for IT + Sports Science, so the IT part of the timetable could occupy the Sports Science part of the joint timetables.

Lecturers in Computer Science are (in general) of the opinion that a separate strand to portfolio is needed, this being more Applied Computing or IT.  The popularity of the Computing and Management and Information Management and Computing programmes backs this opinion.  The addition of an IT and Maths (as well as Science and IT) strands provides students with another option to study at Loughborough.  Some market studies have been done at Local schools, which suggest that ICT (Information and Communications Technology) is a popular subject at AS level, and these programmes seek to capture the interest shown by these students and allow them to take it to degree level in their education.
