Regulations for the Postgraduate Degree Programme in Internet Computing and Network Security
applicable from session 2006/2007

These Regulations should be read in conjunction with the General Regulations for Modular Postgraduate Awards (GRMPA) and the relevant Module Specifications.  Notice of change will be given by the department responsible for the programme.
1. Structure

1.1 Administrative responsibility

The Programme is the responsibility of the Department of Computer Science.

1.2 Degree Awarded

The Programme leads to the award of MSc, Postgraduate Diploma or Postgraduate Certificate.

1.3 Duration

Taken full-time, the programme is of twelve months' duration.  Two semesters, each of fifteen weeks duration, are spent in studying taught modules with a total modular weight of 120 credits.  The remaining time is devoted to a project with a modular weight of 60 credits, which may, subject to satisfactory arrangements for supervision, be carried out in collaboration with an industrial partner.

The programme may be taken on a part-time basis.  A part-time candidate must complete the project within a maximum period of one calendar year after completion of the taught modules.

3.1 Report

Two copies of a report on the Project module, presented in an approved format, must be lodged with the Programme Director who shall specify a date in the September of the academic year in which the project is undertaken, by which the report shall be submitted.  Project work for which a report is not received by the due date will receive a zero mark.

3.2 Presentation

Candidates will be required to make an oral presentation of their project work. 

4.  Assessment

4.1 Each module in the programme will be assessed and credit awarded in accordance with the levels of achievement specified in General Regulations for Modular Postgraduate Awards.

4.2 The eligibility of candidates on the programme for the award of the Degree of Master, for Distinction in this award, for the award of a Postgraduate Diploma and for the award of a Postgraduate Certificate, will be in accordance with General Regulations for Modular Postgraduate Awards.

4.3 Candidates who have, over a period of not more than eight years:

· studied modules with a total rating of not less than 180 credits; and 

· accumulated 150 credits by achieving 50% or better; and 

· attained 40%, or better, in other modules with a total weight of 30 

are eligible for consideration for the award of MSc.

4.4 Candidates who have, over a period of not more than five years

· studied modules with a total rating of not less than 120 credits: and 

· accumulated 100 credits by achieving 50% or better: and 

· attained 40%, or better, in other modules with a total weight of 20 

are eligible for consideration for the award of Postgraduate Diploma.

4.5 Candidates who have, over a period of not more than three years

· studied modules with a total rating of not less than 60 credits: and 

· accumulated 60 credits by achieving 50% or better 

are eligible for consideration for the award of Postgraduate Certificate.

4.6 Candidates who have the right of re-assessment in any module, with the exception of project modules, may be offered the opportunity to undergo re-assessment in the University's Special Assessment Period.
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
