3.1
Each module in the programme will be assessed and credit awarded in accordance with GRMPA.

3.2
In accordance with GRMPA, candidates are required to obtain the following in order to be eligible for the award of:

(i)
LPD - 120 credits

(ii)
MSc - 150 credits, with at least 40% in the remaining 30 credits of the programme

3.3
The eligibility of candidates for the award of MSc with distinction shall be in accordance with GRMPA.

Re-assessment

Provision will be made in accordance with the GRMPA for candidates who have the right of re-assessment to undergo re-assessment in the University's special assessment period.
