	4. Reasons for proposed title change

This particular programme of study is by its nature highly technical and specialised in a number of areas of security and security management.  Students are expected to understand organisational behaviour, criminology, physical security and associated technical issues, computer related crime and fraud.  The core material is underpinned by theoretical concepts drawn from a scientific background and students are expected to understand quantitative and qualitative research methodologies in support of assignments and research projects. Consequently, it may be argued that this qualification is misplaced in an ‘arts’ classification.

        To bring this award into line with those available at other ‘competitive’ universities such as Leicester, Southampton and Portsmouth.

Having surveyed current students they are of the view that an MSc is the appropriate qualification for this programme. They are of the opinion that it is misplaced as an ‘arts’ subject. Many students appear to be acting under the illusion that an MSc is a higher award than an MA. 

This change therefore might well be a contributory factor in increasing programme recruitment.
