Reasons for proposed title change

 

 This programme has attracted very few applicants and the intake has never been greater than 2.

 

Only 3 applications have been received this year and the department has informed them that the programme will not be running in 2005/06 and offered alternative programmes.

 It is felt that the title is too restrictive and does not properly describe the programme content or breadth.

 

The programme is mainly based around Physics and Mathematics modules that are running independently of this programme. It draws on Computer Science and Electrical Engineering modules some of which are no longer available (e.g. ELA007, ELC028) and others (e.g. COA124) which are unlikely to be available shortly. 

A minor revision of the content is therefore underway and, given the lack of success with the current title, this seems an ideal time to change it to something that that will prove more attractive to students and more accurately describes the content.

The programme will not have any intake in 2005 and the revised version will be offered for 2006 entry.  We wish the title change to take effect now so that it can be advertised to students for entry in 2006.
