ASSESSMENT

5.1
Each module in the programme will be assessed, and credit will be awarded, in accordance with the levels of achievement specified in Regulation XXI.

5.2
In accordance with Regulation XXI, but with the exclusion of module SSP098 (Dissertation), candidates who have a right of reassessment in a module may choose to be reassessed at an earlier date than that of the next routine assessment of the module.

Awards : Specific Programme Provisions
As provided for in Regulation XXI, candidates are required to obtain the following in order to be eligible for an award:

6.1
Eligibility for the award of PGCert and PGDip will be based on candidates’ performance in modules other than SSP098.

6.2
To be eligible for the award of PGCert, candidates must fulfil the requirements specified in Regulation XXI.

6.2
To be eligible for the award of PGDip candidates must accumulate at least 105 credits and achieve a minimum of 40% in the remaining module.

6.3
To be eligible for the award of MSc candidates must accumulate at least 165 credits and achieve a minimum of 40% in the remaining module.

6.4
To be eligible for an award with Distinction candidates must fulfil the requirements specified in Regulation XXI.
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
