REGULATIONS FOR THE POSTGRADUATE DEGREE PROGRAMME IN


ADVANCED MECHANICAL AND MANUFACTURING ENGINEERING
These regulations refer to the conduct of this programme in the Session 2006-2007, but are subject to change from time to time.  Notice of change will be given in subsequent editions of these regulations.  Students should enquire as to the up-to-date position when they need to know.

STRUCTURE


1.1
The Programme is the responsibility of the Wolfson School of Mechanical and Manufacturing Engineering, and leads to the award of MSc, Postgraduate Diploma (PGDip), or Postgraduate Certificate (PGCert).


1.2
The Programme is based at Loughborough and is normally of twelve months' duration full-time.


1.3
The full-time Programme comprises 80 credits of taught modules, a 70 credit individual project and a 30 credit group project. (Project Engineering 1)

The eligibility of candidates on the Programme for the award of the Degree of Master, PGDip or PGCert, and for distinction in this awards, will be in accordance with Regulation XXI Postgraduate Awards.

Candidates who have the right of re-assessment in a module may be offered an opportunity to be re-assessed in the University's special assessment period.
