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Regulations for the Postgraduate Degree Programmes in

Transport Policy and Business Management

and

Sustainable Transport and Travel Planning

These Regulations refer to the conduct of this Programme in the Session 2006-7 but are subject to change from time to time.  Notice of change will be given in subsequent editions of these Regulations.  Students should enquire as to the up-to-date position when they need to know this.

Structure
1.
The Programmes are the responsibility of the Department of Civil & Building Engineering.

2.
The Programmes lead to the award of either the Master of Science (MSc) or Postgraduate Diploma (PGDip) or Postgraduate Certificate (PGCert).

3.
Transport Policy and Business Management and may be taken on a full-time or part-time basis.  Sustainable Transport and Travel Planning is available on a part-time basis for 2006-7 (full-time and part-time from 2007-8).
4.
The Programmes comprise study for a minimum of 1 year (Transport Policy and Business management only in 2006/7) and a maximum of 5 years.

Assessment
6.
Each module in the programme will be assessed and credit awarded in accordance with the levels of achievement specified in Regulation XXI.

7.
A date will be set in advance for the completion of all assignments associated with a particular module.

8.
Candidates wishing to receive their award in a particular academic year must have completed and submitted all assessed work by the 10th September in that year or the following Monday should this date fall on a weekend. 

9.
candidates who have studied a particular module, completed the relevant assignments and any exam according to a timetable agreed with the Department and passed in accordance with Regulation XXI are eligible for the award of credit in that module.

10.  The eligibility of candidates on the programme for the award of the Degree of Master, for Distinction in this award and for the award of a Postgraduate Diploma (PGDip)  and Postgraduate Certificate (PGCert), will be in accordance with Regulation XXI.
11.
Candidates who have, over a period of not more than three years: accumulated minimally at least 60 credits are eligible for the award of PGCert.

12.
Candidates who have over a period of not more than five years: accumulated minimally 100 credits and modules marks of not less than 40% in further modules with a weight of 20 credits are eligible for the award of PGDip.

13.
Candidates who have over a period of not more than five years: accumulated minimally 150 credits and module marks of not less than 40% in further modules with a weight of 30 credits are eligible for the award of MSc.
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
