REGULATIONS FOR THE POSTGRADUATE DEGREE PROGRAMME IN

Advanced Chemical Engineering with 
Information Technology and Management 

These Regulations refer to the conduct of this programme in the Session 2007-2008 but are subject to change from time to time.  Notice of change will be given in subsequent editions of these Regulations. Students should enquire as to the up-to-date position when they need to know.

These regulations must be read in conjunction with Regulation XXI and the relevant Module Specifications.
A.
Structure

1. The Programme is the responsibility of the Department of Chemical Engineering and leads to the award of MSc, Postgraduate Diploma (PD) or Postgraduate Certificate (PC).

2. The Programme may be taken on a full or part-time basis.
3. The PD Project module must be completed within 2 years of the project start date.  The PD Project module may not be included in the modules submitted for the MSc.

4. Part-time students must complete the MSc project module within 3 years of the project start date.
5.

Module participation is provided on a first come first served basis. Students must register for the correct number of credits within 4 weeks of registering on the programme. Changes to module choices are only permitted if a request in writing is received at least two weeks prior to commencement of the named module.

A “Project Completion Form” forms part of the MSc project. Marks for the MSc project can only be awarded upon completion of the form.
