3.
Assessment and award

3.1
Each module in the programme will be assessed and credit awarded in accordance with the levels of achievement specified Regulation XXI.

3.2
The eligibility of candidates on the programme for the award of the Degree of Master of Research (MRes), where appropriate eligibility for Distinction in the award, will be in accordance with Regulation XXI.
3.3
A Programme Board will meet to consider the marks for assessments and will promulgate a Pass List which will show those candidates the level of the award for Master of Research ( MRes) and, where appropriate,  those obtaining a distinction.

3.4
For candidates who fail a module, reassessment by coursework shall be in accordance with Regulation XXI, as determined by the Module Board.

3.5
The maximum mark for a resubmitted Research dissertationthat was referred or failed shall be 50%.
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
