4. Reasons for proposed title/award change

The existing title does not adequately describe the nature and content of the programme, neither does

it assist in marketing the programme, nor help students when seeking industrial placements or graduate
opportunities. The Institution of Engineering Designers recommended during the 2005 Accreditation visit
that the title be changed.

The proposed title relates the two elements of the programme, Materials and Design, and so will be less
misleading for applicants and employers alike.
