STRUCTURE

1.1
Administrative responsibility for the programme rests with the Business School.

1.2 The programme is normally offered on a part-time basis.  The minimum period of study for the award of Postgraduate Certificate is twelve calendar months.

The programme leads to the award of Postgraduate Certificate, or Postgraduate Certificate with Distinction.

1.4
Entrance Requirements:

i) possession of  a degree or equivalent

Or

ii) possession of the requisite managerial experience, and normally with employment in an appropriate management position, as determined by the Programme Director.
