STRUCTURE

1.1
Administrative responsibility for the Programme rests with Department of Geography, Faculty of Social Sciences and Humanities.

1.2
The Programme leads to the award of MSc, MSc with Distinction, Postgraduate Diploma (PGDip), PGDip with Distinction, Postgraduate Certificate (PGCert), or PGCert with Distinction.

1.3 Entrance requirements are those referred to in Regulation XXI.

1.4 The Programme will be offered on a full-time basis only (except for purposes of re-assessment and in cases of credit transfer), commencing at the beginning of each academic session.

1.5 The minimum period of registration for the award of MSc is twelve calendar months.

2.2.1 Candidates will be required to submit a dissertation on a topic relevant to programme content.  Either the Department of Geography or the School of Sport and Exercise Sciences (SSES) will provide supervision according to topic.

2.2.2 The Dissertation will be approximately 20,000 words in length.

ASSESSMENT

3.1 Each module in the Programme will be assessed, and credit awarded, in accordance with the levels of achievement specified in Regulation XXI, i.e. modular credit corresponding to the weight of the module will be awarded to each candidate who receives a Module Mark of not less than 50%.

3.2 In accordance with Regulation XXI, candidates who have a right of re-assessment may choose to be re-assessed in the University’s Special Assessment Period.

AWARDS
4.1
Candidates are required to obtain the following in order to be eligible for the award of:

(i)
PGCert – 60 credits from modules other than GYP400.

(ii)
PGDip – 90 credits from modules other than GYP400 and not less than 40% in the remaining module.

(iii)
MSc – 150 credits and not less than 40% in the remaining module.
4.2 The eligibility of candidates for the award of distinction shall be in accordance with Regulation XXI.
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
