Their argument was that before they applied they were
looking for engineering courses and therefore they would look for the word engineering in the course
titte. Some of the students regarded themselves as lucky to have noticed this course — given the fact
that it did not jump out at them as being an engineering course from the title alone. It is this issue
which has driven the proposed name change. The proposal is, therefore, for the name change to
apply to all freshers starting Oct09 (and needs to be included in the prospectus for that intake) and
those graduating from Summer 2010 and onwards as well. The agreement of all those current
