	7. Reasons for the proposal: its purpose and relevance; how it will enhance calibre of teaching and learning; implications for existing programmes and modules in the department (see * below)

Ceramics at Loughborough is a well established specialist art & design facility with a good range of studio accommodation and equipment and facilities for a wide range of ceramic production and process. Recent developments in undergraduate provision at LUSAD creates an opportunity to utilise the unique facilities and expertise that exist for the specialist taught masters programme in  studio practice outlined in this proposal, supported by an on-going and developing research environment within the programme and in LUSAD as a whole. 

The proposed MA programme will have breadth but is aimed at graduates and practitioners who wish to develop and challenge their current practice through engagement with ideas, materials and process.
Information about Loughborough Ceramics on the Internet and presence at many and various national ceramic events over the years has incurred repeated inquiries for an MA Programme at Loughborough, including several from overseas.
We feel that this programme would benefit from being offered with a discreet part time route to enable self employed practitioners and mid career teachers to upgrade their knowledge and qualifications.
This proposed MA would enhance the LUSAD PGT folio utilising existing staff and facilities, it is intended that the programme would be delivered in 6 modules, of which three already exist in the LUSAD MA Art & Design programme, two of these (‘Research Methods and Methodologies’, and ‘Practice, Research and Entrepreneurial Skills’, would be unchanged in content and assessment, the Final Project would differ in that it would not offer the option of a 6000 word report or a 3000 word report and presentation, only the latter. The new modules are very subject specific, dealing with creativity, practical, technical and historical isssues in the context of studio ceramics.
