2.1 Each of the above modules are offered on a) full time or b) part time basis, by negotiation.

2.2 With the approval of the School of Art and Design, candidates may obtain not more than 60 credits, either from postgraduate programmes of the University, or, with the approval of Senate, from advanced degree studies or their equivalent at another higher education institution in the United Kingdom or elsewhere.

2.3 For the award of M.A. candidates must obtain 180 module credits

2.4 Students who meet the requirements for an award shall be eligible for a distinction in the following circumstances only: 
Degree of Master -180 credits and a Programme Mark of not less than 70%
Postgraduate Diploma -120 credits and a Programme Mark of not less than 70%
Postgraduate Certificate - 60 credits and a Programme Mark of not less than 70%.
3.1 All taught modules will be assessed on the basis of coursework

3.2 A candidate will normally be permitted to proceed to the Final Project and Presentation after studying taught modules with a total modular weight of 120.

3.3 Each module in the Programme will be assessed and credit awarded in accordance with the levels of achievement specified in Regulation XXI

3.4 In accordance with the Regulation XXI, candidates who have the right of re-assessment in a module will be offered an opportunity to be re-assessed in a special assessment period.

3.5 Any student failing to meet the requirements for achieving credit in a module has the automatic right of reassessment on one occasion only. Candidates who have a right of reassessment in a module can opt for reassessment at an earlier date than that of the next routine assessment of the module with the agreement of the programme leader.
