AWARDS: SPECIFIC PROGRAMME PROVISIONS

6.1
Eligibility for the award of PGCert and PGDip will be based on candidates’ performance in modules other than SSP599.

6.2
To be eligible for the award of Pg Cert, candidates must accumulate at least 60 credits (average pass mark, 50%).
6.3
To be eligible for the award of PGDip, candidates must accumulate at least 100 credits (average pass mark, 50%) and achieve a minimum of 40% in a further module.
6.4
To be eligible for the award of MSc candidates must accumulate at least 160 credits (average pass mark, 50%) and achieve a minimum of 40% in the remaining module.
