REGULATIONS FOR THE POSTGRADUATE COURSE IN:
2D and 3D Visualisation
These regulations refer to the conduct of the course in the Session 2008/2009 but are subject to change. Notice of change will be given in subsequent editions of these Regulations. 

These Regulations are to be read in conjunction with Regulation XXI and appropriate module specifications.

1. STRUCTURE

1.1. The programme is offered jointly by the School of Art and Design and The Department of Design and Technology. 
1.2. Administrative responsibility for the programme rests with the School of Art and Design.
1.3. The programme leads to the award of either M.A. or M.Sc. in 2D and 3D Visualisation, with or without distinction.
2. CONTENT
2.1. For the award of M.A. or M.Sc. candidates must undertake 180 module credits.  See University Regulation XXI – Programme Mark and Distinctions for further detail: http://www.lboro.ac.uk/admin/ar/calendar/regulations/current/21/index.htm
2.2. At least 90 credits of the 180 must be taken from those shown below:

2.3. With the approval of the School of Art and Design, candidates may obtain further credits from other postgraduate programmes of the University, or with the approval of Senate, from advanced degree studies or their equivalent at another higher education institution in the United Kingdom or elsewhere.  Module credits available from these alternative routes is limited to a total of 30 credits.
2.4. In addition to modules chosen in accordance with 2.2 above, candidates must complete the following project modules:

2.5. All modules listed above are offered on a 1) full time or 2) part time basis, by negotiation.

3. ASSESSMENT

3.1. All taught modules provided by the School of Art and Design and the Department of Design and Technology will be assessed on the basis of coursework.
3.2. A candidate will normally be permitted to proceed to the Final Project and Presentation after studying taught modules with a total modular weight of 90 and at least 40% in the further 30 weighted module(s).

3.3. Each module in the programme will be assessed and credit awarded in accordance with the levels of achievement specified in Regulation XXI.
3.4. In accordance with the Regulation XXI, candidates who have the right of re-assessment in a module will be offered an opportunity to be re-assessed in a special assessment period.

3.5. Any student failing to meet the requirements for achieving credit in a module has the automatic right of reassessment on one occasion only. Candidates who have a right of reassessment in a module can opt for reassessment at an earlier date than that of the next routine assessment of the module with the agreement of the programme leader.

3.6. The decision to award an M.A. or an M.Sc. will be made by examining the focus of the route taken by the candidate within the Final Project modules.  DTP703 Final Project: Rehearsal and approaches to Professional Practice will be used to develop a student learning agreement, the content of which will constitute a final project proposal and will inform the nature of the degree award i.e. M.A. or M.Sc.  It is expected that Final Projects (SAP103) that contribute to the award of M.Sc. will embody significant use of established scientific methods / methodologies.
