The Programme is the responsibility of the Department of Aeronautical & Automotive Engineering.

The Programme leads to the award of MSc/MSc with Distinction, or PGDip/PGDip with distinction, or PGCert/PGCert with Distinction and may be taken on a Part-Time basis.

1.3 The Programme comprises: 

Eight compulsory taught modules with a total modular weight of 120 credits together with a Project module having a modular weight of 60 credits which can, subject to satisfactory arrangements for supervision, be carried out at a candidate’s company.

Assessment

3.1

The eligibility of candidates on the programme for the appropriate awards will be in accordance with Regulation XXI.

3.4 Candidates must submit a written project report on the Project module to the Programme Tutor on or before the date specified in the academic year in which the Project is undertaken. A Project module for which a report is not received by the due date will receive a zero mark. 

3.5 Re-assessment of modules for candidates eligible under Regulation XXI may take place in the University’s Special Assessment Period where suitable modules are available.
