1.  Structure 

(1)
Administrative responsibility for the programme rests with the Department of Politics, International Relations and European Studies. 

 

(2)
The programme leads to the degree of BA Honours.

 

(3) The duration of the programme is six semesters (three years).
(4) The programme allows at Part B (Semester 2) for a course of study to be taught in English at a foreign university.
(5) Modules with a total modular weight of 60 must be studied in each academic year (Parts A, B and C) from both History and Politics.
(6) Candidates must take at least 20 credits in History and 20 credits in Politics in each Semester.
(7) Candidates must take a total modular weight of 120 in each Part with a minimum module weight of 50 in each semester, taking into account both compulsory and optional modules.   
(8) Candidates may take 20 credits of Language Options in each Part, 10 credits from History and 10 credits from Politics respectively.  Candidates choose 10-credit modules derived from a list produced by the Department of Politics, International Relations and European Studies, depending on candidates’ previous qualifications.
(9) Modules that have a 20-credit weight can only be taken as a 10-credit module if taken in combination with EU*** Crafting a Dissertation, EUB608 Research Design or a Language Option.

3.  Assessment
Criteria for Progression and Degree Award

To gain credit on a module, students must achieve an overall module mark of at least 40%. Part A does not count towards final degree assessment. In order to progress from Part A to Part B, and from part B to Part C, students must, at each part, achieve at least 100 credits and obtain a minimum mark of 30% in the remaining module[s].

To be eligible for the award of an Honours degree, candidates must achieve 100 credits at Part C.   A mark of at least 30% must be achieved in the remaining 20 modular weights.

Relative Weightings and Parts of the Programme for the Purposes of Final Degree Classification

Candidates’ final degree classification will be determined on the basis of their performance in degree Module Assessments in Parts B and C in accordance with the scheme set out in Regulation XX.  The average percentage mark for each Part will be combined in the ratio Part B 40%, Part C 60% to determine the final overall percentage mark for the Programme (the Programme Mark). 
Reassessment

Subject to the exception specified below, provision will be made in accordance with Regulation XX for candidates who have the right of re-assessment in any Part of the programme to undergo reassessment in the University’s Special Assessment Period (SAP).

Candidates who have achieved fewer than 60 credits in any Part of the Programme may not undergo re-assessment in the University’s SAP.  Reassessment in the University’s SAP will also not be available for certain modules and this is indicated in individual module specifications.
