Reasons for the proposal: its purpose and relevance; how it will enhance calibre of teaching and learning; implications for existing programmes and modules in the department (see * below)
This is an extension of an existing Postgraduate Certificate Programme entitled Infrastructure In Emergencies. The programme started in August 2007 and currently attracts around ten participants on each module, in line with previous new fully distance learning programmes run by WEDC. Past experience and feedback from current students suggests that the programme will be more attractive if upgraded to MSc level. In addition, it will open the programme to additional scholarship opportunities, which will make the programme more viable.

The programme will target graduates ( or equivalent), preferably with 2 to 3 years postgraduate practical experience who are working, or wish to work in emergency relief or reconstruction or infrastructure. The audience will include those wishing to obtain a relevant professional qualification and others more interested in studying specific topics as part of continuing professional development.

The Aim of the programme is to develop participants’ potential and their understanding of the principles and practice of infrastructure design, management and provision in emergency situations, equipping them with appropriate expertise and skills for relief and reconstruction work in low- and middle-income countries.

Expected student numbers

Initially 1.25fte, growing to 5.8fte in five years. The programme is offered on a modular basis, these numbers are equivalent to 15 student modules in the first year rising to 55 student modules in the fifth year.

Staffing implications - adequacy of existing departmental resources; net increase/reduction in staff teaching effort or demands on support staff.
As all of the modules necessary to expand the current programme to MSc level are existing, there will be no need to increase staff teaching resources. Current steps to increase support staff resources will be sufficient to cover the additional demands.

We are already receiving enquiries from existing students about the possibility of extending the programme to MSc level
There is increasing interest and demand from the UN and Relief agencies to improve training at all levels in emergency relief and reconstruction. This programme fits with this demand and is the only one in the world to address emergency engineering at postgraduate level.

Implications for employability

WEDC has had a long relationship with relief organisations and is aware of its demands and constraints. This programme is designed to meet the needs of its technical staff and increase the participant’s employability in the sector.

The MSc will consist of the following modules.

Compulsory Modules

· Emergencies, management and people

· Emergency water supply

· Emergency sanitation

· Individual research project

Optional modules (select four)
· Urban infrastructure

· Water utilities management

· Environmental assessment

· Integrated water resources management

· Wastewater treatment

The first four compulsory modules constitute the existing Postgraduate Certificate Programme, ‘Engineering in Emergencies’ and are exclusive to this programme. The optional modules are taken from WEDC’s existing suite of distance learning or taught at Loughborough modules that are appropriate to emergency relief or reconstruction. As demand for the programme grows, additional specialist modules will be added to the programme.
The programme will be offered at MSc, Diploma and Certificate levels.

The existing Postgraduate Certificate in Infrastructure in Emergencies will be subsumed into the new MSc programme.
