Criteria for Progression and Degree Award


(1)
Part A:  In order to progress from Part A to Part B, candidates must accumulate at least 100 credits and obtain a minimum of 30% in remaining modules.


(2)
Part B:  In order to progress from Part B to Part C, candidates must accumulate at least 100 credits and obtain a minimum of 30% in remaining modules.


(3)
Part C:  In order to qualify for the award of the degree, candidates must, in addition to satisfying any other requirements of Regulation XX, accumulate at least 100 credits and obtain a minimum of 30% in remaining modules.


Relative Weightings of Parts of the Programme for the purposes of Final Degree Classification


Candidates’ final degree classification will be determined on the basis of their performance in degree level Module Assessments in Parts B and C, in accordance with the scheme set out in Regulation XX. The average percentage marks for each Part will be combined in the ratio Part B 40% : Part C 60% to determine the final Programme Mark.


Reassessment

Subject to the provisions of Regulation XX, candidates who have the right of reassessment in any Part of the programme may opt to undergo reassessment in the University’s Special Assessment Period.
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
