This was followed up by a number of surveys of the students currently on the programme and discussion at the departmental PG-TLC and Staff meetings. It was the recommendation of both meetings to change the programme title to “Materials Science and Technology”, reflecting the preferences of the students and accurately describing the academic content of the programme.
