Regulations for the Postgraduate Degree Programme in
Built Environment: Energy Demand Studies (full-time and part-time)

These regulations refer to the conduct of this Programme in the Session 2010-2011 and are subject to change from time to time.  Notice of change will be given in subsequent editions of these regulations.  Students should enquire as to the up to date position when they need to know.

These Regulations are to be read in conjunction with Regulation XXI and the relevant Module Specifications.

1. Structure

1.1
The programme is the responsibility of the Department of Civil and Building Engineering and leads to the award of MRes or a Postgraduate Certificate (PGCert) in Energy Demand Studies.
1.2 The programme may be taken on a full-time or part-time basis. The modules will delivered on either a one week block basis or as long thin modules.

1.3 The Programme registration is for a minimum of 1 year (full time) and 2 years (part-time) and a maximum of 3 years (full-time) and 5 years (part-time).
2. Content

2.1 Modules and Assessment Weighting
All students will study 6 modules of 15 credits and undertake a research project leading to a dissertation. There will be a compulsory intensive block week module at  the start of semester 1 and thereafter five further modules will be taken in either semester one or semester two depending on the options chosen. Three of these modules are compulsory, the remaining two are optional and chosen from existing provision at either Loughborough or UCL.
