Notice of change will be given by the Department responsible for the programme.

Structure
1.1
Administrative responsibility for the Programme rests with the Graduate School, Faculty of Social Sciences and Humanities.

1.2
The Programme leads to the award of Loughborough Postgraduate Certificate (LPC), Loughborough Postgraduate Diploma (LPD), MSc, or LPD/MSc with Distinction.

1.3 Minimum entrance requirements are those referred to in the GRMPA.

1.4 The Programme will be offered on a full-time basis only (except for purposes of re-assessment and in cases of credit transfer), commencing at the beginning of each academic session. 

1.5 The minimum period of registration for the award of MSc is twelve calendar months.

c) A candidate whose Dissertation is referred will be permitted to submit a revised version on one occasion only. A candidate whose Dissertation is rejected will be permitted to submit a new Dissertation on one occasion only. the date for submission will be set by the relevant Module Board.

a) Research seminars will be provided in subjects to be published by the Graduate School before the end of the third week of semester two.

b) Students must attend and contribute to one seminar series. Attainment of specialist subject knowledge will be assessed by a two-hour examination worth 15 credits (ECP303). Attainment of research skills will be assessed by a three-hour examination worth 30 credits (ECP304).

c) Students will be allocated to seminars at the sole discretion of the organiser for 05ECP303. Where possible, students will be allocated to seminars of their choice. Students must indicate their seminar preferences by Friday 18th March 2005.

d) The examinations will be held during the summer period not later than Friday 16th September 2005.

e) A candidate who fails an Assessed Research Practice examination will be permitted to undertake re-assessment on one occasion only. The re-assessment examination will be on a date between Wednesday 25th October and Tuesday 1st November 2005.

Dissertation Registration and Submission Criteria

3.1 To be eligible to register for the dissertation a student must have obtained at least 105 credits in taught modules, with a mark not less than 40% in a further taught module.
3.2 To be eligible to register for the dissertation a student must submit a research proposal by 5.00 pm on Friday 18th March 2005. This proposed topic must be accepted by a dissertation supervisor and the module organiser for EUP131.
3.3 No more than three students will normally be allocated to any one supervisor. 
3.4 A dissertation cannot be submitted if it is not written on the accepted topic, except with the approval of both the module organiser and the dissertation supervisor.
4
Assessment

4.1 Each module in the Programme will be assessed and credit awarded in accordance with the levels of achievement specified in GRMPA.

4.2 The taught element of the Programme (Sections 2.1, 2.2) is assessed by written examinations and coursework. With the exception of GYP007 (Financial Globalisation) each written examination is of two hours duration and examinations will be held at the end of each Semester. The examination for GYP007 is of three hours duration and will be held at the end of Semester 2.

4.3 In accordance with ARMPA, candidates who have a right of re-assessment in a module may choose to be re-assessed in the University’s Special Assessment Period.

Awards: General Provision
5.1
As provided for in GRMPA, candidates are required to obtain the following requirements in order to be eligible for an award:


For the LPC: 60 credits.


For the LPD: 105 credits and a module mark of 40% in further modules with a total weight of at least 15.


For the Degree of MSc: 150 credits and a module mark of 40% in further modules with a total weight of 30.

5.2 To be eligible for the award of LPD or MSc with Distinction candidates must fulfil the requirements specified in GRMPA which are as follows:

To be eligible for consideration for the award of a Masters degree with Distinction candidates must have obtained 180 credits.

To be eligible for consideration for the award of an LPD with Distinction candidates must have obtained 120 credits in modules other than ECP109, ECP300 and ECP301.

For those candidates who have fulfilled the above requirements, all Module Marks awarded will be weighted in proportion to the relevant modular weight and used to determine the overall average percentage mark for the programme (the Programme Mark).

Candidates having a Programme Mark of not less than 70% will be awarded Distinction.

At the discretion of the Programme Board the 70% threshold may be moved by not more than 
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3%.

5.3 The Graduate School reserves the right to offer or replace any taught module. 
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
