Learning and Teaching Committee is asked to approve amendments to Regulation XXI as detailed below.
Rationale for change:

PQ Team has agreed that, where a postgraduate student is awarded a lesser award (ie PG Diploma or PG Certificate), the overall programme mark should be determined according to the number of credits contributing to the exit award (ie that in determining the programme mark, certain modules will be excluded from the calculation).  The proposed changes give explicit guidance on which marks can be included for the purpose of determining the overall Programme Mark for a lesser award.

Para 15 – Programme Mark and Distinctions 
Proposed changes are shown (addition, deletion):

	15.

	For each student, the Module Marks (as defined in paragraph 11 hereof) awarded for every module will be weighted in proportion to the relevant modular weight and used to determine the Programme Mark. Where a student is awarded a Postgraduate Diploma or a Postgraduate Certificate in accordance with paragraphs 30.6 and 30.7 respectively, the following criteria shall be used to determine the Programme Mark:

15.1 – inclusion of all the marks for compulsory modules

15.2 – inclusion of the highest module marks for sufficient modules to make up the credit for the award under paragraph 16 below.

	Requirements for awards shall be as follows:

	Degree of Master 

	150 credits and Module Marks of not less than 40% in further modules with a weight of 30 


	 

	16.2

	Postgraduate Diploma 

	100 credits and Module Marks of not less than 40% in further modules with a weight of 20 


	 

	16.3

	Postgraduate Certificate 

	60 credits 


	17. 

	Students who meet the requirements for an award shall be eligible for a distinction in the following circumstances only: 

Degree of Master 

180 credits and a Programme Mark of not less than 70% 

Postgraduate Diploma 

120 credits and a Programme Mark of not less than 70% 

Postgraduate Certificate 

60 credits and a Programme Mark of not less than 70%. 


	18. 

	At the discretion of the Programme Board, any or all of the Programme Mark thresholds detailed in paragraph 17 hereof may be lowered by not more than 3%. In such a case, the revised threshold(s) shall be applicable to all students under consideration by that Programme Board. 
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
