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Ordinance XX governs Standing Committees of Senate (see attached). In discussions at the Committee Procedures Working Group, it has become clear that the Ordinance is now essentially obsolete and it is therefore proposed that it be repealed.

The current Committee Structure demonstrates that there are already three of committees (Ethical Advisory Committee, Higher Doctorates Committee and the Student Discipline Committee) established by Senate to deal with matters delegated from Senate which do not conform with the Ordinance. Since their membership does not meet the requirements of Ordinance XX, they are not listed as formal Senate Committees in the Committee Structure. The existence of these committees demonstrates that Senate has been content for some time to establish Committees which are at variance with the Ordinance. 

It is therefore proposed:

1. To repeal Ordinance XX – this will require Council approval on two occasions (July and October meetings) so could come into effect just after the start of the 2005/06 academic year);


2.  For Senate to create Senate Committees with whatever constitution etc. it considers appropriate to the terms of reference to be addressed;

3.  To list the three committees named above as Senate Committees in the revised Committee Structure.
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
