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At its last meeting Senate approved changes to RHDR in relation to EngD awards which, inter alia, included the submission of a thesis as an additional route for the research element (to fulfill the requirements of a new EngD programme put forward by Electronic & Electrical Engineering) and
the statement that the Programme Regulations for the curriculum-based element of the EngD shall specify which of the research submission routes would be available to students on a particular EngD programme and the procedure for clarifying the route to be pursued. These changes to RHDR were necessarily very rushed.

Subsequent discussion with the Department involved and with the Chair of Curriculum Sub-Committee has suggested that Programme Regulations for the curriculum-based element would be inappropriate documents to hold this information. It was concluded that an annex to the Programme Specification would be a more appropriate document, and this could also satisfy a
requirement specified by Learning & Teaching Committee when considering the recent EngD proposal i.e:

'The Committee was concerned to ensure that, since the current programme specification covered only the taught element of the EngD, a document would be produced for the programme of study as a whole, within which there would be a clear specification of the doctorate submission options and requirements that applied.'
This change requires a further revision to RHDR para 17.20 of the Regulations for the Degree of Doctor of Engineering (EngD) (for candidates registering on or after 1 October 2006) as follows:

17.20 For the degree of EngD the basis of assessment, following satisfactory completion of the curriculum-based element, shall be one of the following:

17.20.1 a collection of published papers and a discourse of no more than 20,000 words setting out the aims, objectives, findings and industrial relevance/impact of the research work undertaken. The submission shall include a minimum of 3 published (peer reviewed) papers or papers accepted 
for publication, of which at least one should be in an appropriate engineering journal.

17.20.2 Where the nature of the research programme made the production of publications unlikely, technical reports should be included in lieu of published papers. Such technical reports shall have been subject to external assessment. The reports shall be accompanied by a discourse of no more than 20,000 words setting out the aims, objectives, findings and industrial/relevance impact of the research work undertaken.

17.20.3 a research thesis.

The Programme Regulations An Annex to the Programme Specification for the curriculum-based component shall specify which of the above routes are available to candidates for the 
EngD and the procedure for clarifying the route to be pursued.
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
