Proposed Amendment 

It has been proposed that criteria for the three members of Prizes Committee elected by Senate (other than the Chair) be amended to remove the requirement that at least two of them must be members of Senate. This change would allow two members of the Committee who were Senate members when they were elected by Senate, to continue for the full three years of their term of office rather than standing down after they ceased to be members of Senate. 

The change has been proposed as it has been noted that the requirement for at least two of these members to be members of Senate was laid down in Ordinance XX which has since been repealed.

Proposed Amendment to the Terms of Reference 

Current Terms of Reference 

1. To collate information on the value and purposes of all prizes awarded regularly to student members of the University, however such prizes will be derived (from the proceeds of funds held by the University, or donated by persons, bodies or companies)

2. To advise Senate upon any recommendation it may wish to make to Council further to Statute XIII.6 (xvi) and Statute XIV.6 (xvi) upon the purposes, conditions and value of any prizes that may be and have been instituted.

3. To review and to report to Senate, and to Council, on the uses to which University Prizes are or may be put.

4. To publicise, promote and raise the awareness of prizes and to encourage the submission of prize nominations and applications.

Proposed Amendment to Clause 1

1. 
To collate information on the value and purposes of all prizes awarded regularly to student members of the University, however such prizes will be derived (from the proceeds of funds held by the University, or donated by persons, bodies or companies)
