2. Membership

3. Approval of Research Proposals and Generic Protocols

During 2007/08, the EAC met on three occasions and the Ethical Advisory Sub-Committee (EASC) nine times. In addition, some proposals were considered by Chair’s action, to facilitate urgent approval where required. Clearance to proceed was issued for 8 generic protocols and 136 research proposals (listed in Appendix II). This represented a slight decrease in the number of proposals submitted, compared to 2006-07.
