Executive Summary: An updated Alumni Association Constitution has been prepared in consultation with members of Alumni on Court, the Development & Alumni Relations Office (DARO), and the Academic Registry.
Strategic/Operational Objectives met: This exercise allowed the Alumni Association to ensure the constitution is fit for purpose and reflects changes to University structures and alumni activity.
Senate Action Required: To recommend to Council a revised constitution for the Alumni Association.
Mark Sismey-Durrant, graduate of Loughborough University, President of the Alumni Association, and member of University Council led on updating the Alumni Association Constitution. This exercise was suggested by the Vice-Chancellor early in Mark’s term as president.
The document was prepared with full consultation and buy-in of the members of Alumni on Court. This was a key part of the process since the Alumni on Court title for the group has changed. The Director of Development & Alumni Relations and the Head of Alumni Relations directly responsible for staffing the Alumni on Court fully participated in the consultation process.

When the President and DARO had made significant progress, but prior to finalising the document, it the Academic Registrar was consulted. The attached document is the culmination of this process and it is recommended that this revised constitution be approved.
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
